Commonweal is a nonprofit health and environmental research institute in Bolinas, California. Founded in 1976, Commonweal conducts programs that contribute to human and ecosystem health — to a safer world for people and for all life. Charlotte Brody is founder of Healthcare Without Harm, an international coalition of hospitals and health care systems, medical professionals, community groups, health-affected constituencies, labor unions, environmental and environmental health organizations and religious groups with a mission to transform the health care sector worldwide, without compromising patient safety or care, so that it is ecologically sustainable and no longer a source of harm to public health and the environment. She also serves on the boards of the Smith Farm and the Environmental Working Group, the Advisory Boards of the Environmental Health Strategy Center and the Environmental Stewardship Council of Kaiser Permanente, and the Steering Committee of the Safe Cosmetics Campaign. Before helping to form HCWH in 1996, Charlotte was the Organizing Director for the Center for Health, Environment and Justice (CHEJ) from 1994 to 2000
